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Lee Kuan Lian's Symbiosis is the ink painting series installation
with carpet on the floor. The work of art takes up the space
from eye level to the ground, inviting the audience to reflect on
their standpoint while maintaining balance among the inevitable
changes of nature for sustainable living. It is consistent with the

philosophy of "Laozi", the Chinese philosopher who invented the

"Tao". Symbiosis means the unity of opposites, which comes from
the philosophical concept of Laozi's Tao Te Ching, and the pattern
of the carpet comes from the concept of Tao in the | Ching. The |
Ching and Lao Tzu's Tao Te Ching are both very important ancient

philosophies in Chinese culture.
