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Over the past two decades, since retiring from his professional life, Chotvich
Suwongs has quietly cultivated a profound and personal practice of painting.
His journey into art did not begin with ambition, but with awareness — the
recognition that time, ever fragile, invites us to devote ourselves only to what truly
matters. For Chotvich, that devotion found its form in color, water, and the patient
rhythm of brush and breath.

What distinguishes his work is not scale or complexity, but sincerity. His art grows
out of a life deliberately simplified: a smaller home, fewer possessions, modest
meals, and a calm acceptance of sufficiency. He often likens his way of living to
that of early humankind — a quiet survival guided by nature’s rhythm who works
only from inner need or a lion who eats only after the hunt. Yet, this simplicity
coexists with refinement. He is meticulous about cleanliness, his surroundings, and
the tools of his craft—a harmony of restraint and discernment that quietly defines
his character.

Chotvich'’s paintings reveal a consistent sensibility: luminous color, clarity of form,
and a serenity that recalls the spirit of Impressionism without imitation. Hisimages
seem to breathe; they possess a sense of light that is not merely visual but
emotional — the kind of light that softens the edge between the real and the
remembered.

In essence, his art occupies the space between Fine Art and Decorative
Art — between contemplation and comfort. Each work may be read as both an
object of beauty and a gesture of mindfulness. Rather than seek meaning through
intellect, Chotvich invites viewers to pause, look, and feel —to experience the quiet
pleasure of observing color flow like music, of watching water find its own form.
His paintings do not insist; they simply offer.

Through these pages, we are reminded that art, at its most genuine, does not
shout for attention; it whispers. And in the calm voice of Chotvich's work, one may
hear a truth both tender and enduring — that beauty, like water, finds its own
quiet way.

Chotvich Suwongs is alandscape watercolorist who
believes that his medium and subject matter are
inextricably linked.

“Watercolor and landscapes have been kindred
spirits since the Impressionist era,” he explains.

“l grew up seeing these works throughout my art
studies; so, when | eventually found my own pathiin
watercolor, it naturally had to be through the
landscape.”

A graduate of the Faculty of Decorative Arts at
Silpakorn University, Chotvich spent over 30 years
inthe publishing world. His career was a tapestry of
creative disciplines—starting as a staff writer before
spending over a decade behind the lens as a fashion
photographer, and finally mastering computer
graphics.

After retirement, though still active as a freelance
book designer and producer, a nostalgic yearning
for his university days pulled him back to the easel.
What began as a leisure activity has evolved into a
profound professional devotion.

Chotvich has been an independent artist for nearly
20 years now. It was the realization of his own
“age”"—the fragile nature of life—that pushed him
to paint with such intent. Knowing that “tomorrow”
is never guaranteed, he chooses to spend his time
only on what he truly loves, approaching every piece
as if it were his last.

His goal is simple: to evoke a sense of quiet joy and
impressionistic wonder. He likens his work to
listening to a piece of well-composed, gentle
music—where one can contemplate the nuance
of asingle note or, in his case, lose oneselfin the flow
of pigment and water that brings the dimensions
of nature to life.
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
